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Summary

Purulent mastitis in cows is an inflammatory disease of the mammary gland, which is accompanied by the
accumulation of secretions and the release of purulent exudate in different parts of the udder. The consequences
of this disease can be significant economic losses due to a decrease in milk yields, deterioration of milk quality
and a decrease in the productivity of the animal as a whole. Remarkably, mastitis occurs 2 times more often in
highly productive cows than in cows with lower productivity. [3, 4, 5, 7]. Udder inflammation can occur re-
gardless of the time of year at different stages of lactation [2, 8]. Dysbiosis in newborn calves caused by
drinking mastitis milk may also be associated with the costs associated with the occurrence of mastitis. After
that, such calves sharply lag behind in growth and development, and if they do not provide help in time, this
can lead to the death of the calf [6, 1].
